PASTORAL CHAT

My dear readers,

1. Visit to Sydney BPC

My visit to our BP Church at Sydney has so swiftly come to an end. This
morning | spoke on OThe Wonder of our Salvatioa®explained by the Apostle
Paul in Ephesians 1:3-14. This passage of God’s Word reveals the role played by
each member of the Triune God. It was God the Father who chose us from
before the foundation of the world (verse 4); God the Son who redeemed us
with His own blood shed on the cross, God the Spirit who sealed us (verse 13),
marking us for special care, so that the saved person will never be lost. It
amazes us, the loving and comprehensive care which God took to ensure the
complete success of our salvation.

We (Mark Heath and 1) were comfortably seated in row 45, towards the tail end
of the airbus 380S. The aircraft was about half full (not too bad since it was a
500-seater.)

Then came the delay. It came by 3 announcements, interspersed with profuse
apologies. The delay was caused by some faulty aircraft soiling the runway,
which required Omop up cleaningction.OEventually the aircraft was given
clearance to take off. But there was a long queue of other aircraft ahead of us.
More apologies (SIA politeness). Finally, we were airborne! The arrival time
was delayed one hour. No complaints, especially when we remembered the
Israelites’ 40-year Exodus in the wilderness on OBus 11.(®atience is the name
of the game, so don’t complain!

2. You ask: “How was your Sydney BPC visit?”

My first six days were with friends Victor and Ruth, no strangers to many
Pandanites, as they have visited and fellowshipped with our members several
times in recent years. They will be joining our Golden Years Retreat in Malacca.

On
top of everything, last Saturday, we hosted some 60 members for our monthly
OFamily Fellowship® in a homely atmosphere, serving food — spiritual as well
as material! The fellowship was warm and priceless!

Lastly, a word of appreciation and encouragement for Elder and Mrs Koh, who
have served sacrificially and tirelessly over the past 17 years Owihout a break.O
Such devoted service is without price and without compare. Remember also,
Elder Koh had two serious illnesses: Ocoronary artery diseaseddd Omacular
degenerationCof the eye. Surely, it was by God’s special mercy that he
recovered. My personal disabilities pale into nothing by comparison. Just think
of it: 17 years continuous and selfless service, with no back-up or replacement!
Only the able and devoted support of Mrs Mabeline Koh. Today, the 80-90
congregation Osails alongCby God’s amazing grace, and the unsung care
provided by Elder and Mrs Koh.

Today as | fellowshipped with the congregation and spoke with the members
after the service, their steadfastness and loyalty in service and togetherness was
truly touching!
